TURNKEY SYSTEM TO REORGANIZE / MODERNIZE THE TRAFFIC POLICE

1. It would be in the interest of your Government to know that the committee established to
evaluate the above scheme, under the Ministry of Public Security, Law & Order, in terms of
Gazette notification 2202/25 dated 20 November 2020, has been done contrary to established
Government Procurement guidelines and further, that there is an element of vested interests
operating within the Ministry of Public Security, Law & Order to defeat the good intentions of this

crucial project whilst supporting a corrupt businessman.

2. In making this allegation we wish to draw your Excellency’s attention to the following
facts regarding the implementation of this project that is currently under way.

a. Mr. Aruna Missaka Amerasekera, the senior Adviser to the Ministry of Public
Security, and Kewin Aminda James, Specialists Relationship and Change Management of
Information and Communication Technology Agency (ICTA) of Sri Lanka are members of the
committee established to formulate the ‘full terms of requirements’ of this project (as the Chairman
& Software specialist respectively) are currently serving or previously served as Directors of
Companies under the wings of Securatec Lanka (Pvt) Ltd own by Mr. C L D P Danawardena, a
party that is in pursuit of this tender for the Turnkey project (document proofs are at Annex A).
Hence by virtue of the appointment of these two parties alone in to this committee, the committee
has ceased to be an independent and objective formulator in the task of preparing this proposal,
thus violating accepted national procurement guidelines. Further Mr. Aruna Missaka
Amarasekara’s driver namely Mr. Jothinath Pakkiyanthan from Jaffha too was a former director
of Lotus International Trade (Pvt) Ltd which is registered at 131/6 Thibirigasyaya road, Colombo
5, residential address of Mr. C L D P Dhanawardena. Further, following companies either
registered in his name, in his residential address, some directors are his serving employees or
directors of main company. These blunders he made in order to evade from paying of taxes and to
compete for government tenders in disguise as different company.

b. This committee has now drawn up the Terms of Reference of this proposal and in
that they have brought in a requirement titled ‘“TETRA + LTE Integrated PTT Devices’ to the
proposal and states that the requirement is ‘Walkie-Talkie devices which are capable to integrate
with TETRA and LTE networks for PTT communication’. This term itself will eliminate certain
leading telco competitors at present in Sri Lanka such as Huawei as their platform is based on
eLTE. This term has included to the project as Securatec is the agent for Chinese telco brand
Hytera in Sri Lanka which uses TETRA+LTE platform and hence by listing this branded items as
a requirement of the project the committee has clearly shown their partisan interest in drafting
Terms of Reference to accommodate products of this company. This company had conducted three
sessions of presentations separately for police personal at Shangri La Hotel on 30 September 2020
and other two sessions with Minister Public Security, Law & Order at Mr. Aruna Amarasekara’s
private residence on 06" December 2021 and end March 2021 consecutively. (Proof voice record
of Mr. Amarasekara )

C. This same TOR drafted by this committee further maintains to elaborate that, ‘The
devices (Speed guns) should be capable of integrating with the existing system in the southern
expressway’. This again appears as a subtle attempt to prompt the Ministry to choose the same
products that has been awarded in the southern expressway. It is Securatec Lanka (Pvt) Ltd is the
agent for speed guns (Trucam) that are being used in the southern Expressway at present. The
number deployed in the Southern Expressway however is only 15 whereas the proposed project is
to deploy 400 odd units of such equipment throughout the island. In this context and even from a
technology aspect this specification in the TOR is beyond reason because in the southern
expressway these equipment were deployed 2 years ago and hence the technology available today

is more advanced than what existed then. Therefore, if it is a must that the Southern highway and



the rest of the country should be homogenous in this technology, the more acceptable thing would
be to update the southern Expressway technology (15) than to down grade the technology in rest
of the country (400 plus).

d. However the worst case scenario of this partisanship with impunity was revealed
when it became a public secret that this subject cabinet paper to establish this ‘Turnkey System to
Reorganize / Modernize the Traffic Police’ was drafted in the precincts of this company Securtec
Lanka (Pvt) Ltd. The danger here is that if the detractors of the current regime manages access to
such sleazy evidence, it could be a source of embarrassment to the Government in general and to

the good office of the President in particular.

3. Further managing director of Securatec Lanka (Pvt) Ltd has a habit of recording tele
conversations mainly of key government officials he negotiates and use those conversations to
prove his superiority in securing some key projects with blessings of political regime or high
echelons of the government institutions(voice recording of SSP Indika Hapugoda). He even
goes to the extent of threatening senior government officials as he can take many things to the
notice of His Excellency the President as he claims is connected to the first family (Voice
conversation with SSP Indika Hapugoda). At present he involved in a supply of some
communication and EOD equipment to tri forces and police through a Chinese grant to a tune of
billion rupees. However, lavish amount of broker fee he gets from these are directly transfer to an
offshore account he maintains in United States of America. Many businesses he carried out in Sri
Lanka, profits been transferred to USA whilst local banks have allotted him nearly 400 millions

worth loans.

4. The purpose of this effort is to bring these facts to the notice of His Excellency President
who is genuinely concerned in obtaining best value and services for the public funds expended.
We are, not suggesting that the Hon. Minister Mr. Weerasekera is involved with this plot as we
have no evidence to suggest such an involvement, but the three individuals, Mr. Aruna
Amerasekera, Mr Aminda James and SSP Indiak Hapugoda, who are currently formulating the
project on behalf of the Ministry of Public Security, Law & Order have contrived this situation
with the view of making some quick money, taking undue advantage of their positions in the

Ministry while supporting a corrupt businessman to loot the public funds.
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
